Summary:

The Bloomfield Township Police Department had a busy week with multiple significant arrests,
additional information to follow. During the timeframe of March 30, 2026, through April 5, 2026,
Bloomfield Township Officers handled 476 calls for service, 184 of which were traffic stops.

On April 4, 2026, at approximately 12:30 p.m., the Bloomfield Township Police Department was
dispatched to Target, located at 2400 S Telegraph Road for an employee embezzling merchandise.
When officers arrived on scene, a 27-year-old female employee was being held by Asset Protection.
Target team leader provided documentation which showed her embezzling 78 pieces of merchandise,
totaling $1,314.63. She was subsequently arrested and transported to the Bloomfield Township Police
Department for processing. On April 6, 2026, a warrant request was submitted to the Oakland County
Prosecutor’s Office for embezzlement charges. A one count 5-year Felony for Embezzlement was
authorized.



Retail Fraud 1st Degree

On March 30, 2026, at approximately 6:00 p.m., the Bloomfield Township Police Department was
dispatched to Sephora located at 6520 Telegraph Road for a Retail Fraud report. When the officer
arrived, he was told that on March 28, 2026, at approximately 5:30 p.m. five individuals (3 females and
2 males), entered the store and stole 38 beauty care items totaling $1,500.0. All suspects arrived and left
the store in a dark sedan with dark tinted windows. This case was turned over to the Bloomfield
Township Investigations unit and is currently under investigation.
